Also includes rural traditions and livelihoods, urban geography, economic changes and industrialization, and political and medical geography.

MyPima

In this course, the instructor will employ email and/or other MyPima course tools as a means of communication or for accepting course work. I will respond to student email via MyPima within 2 days after receipt.

Course Objectives

Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to do the following:

· Describe the historical development and broad reaches of the discipline of geography and the use of maps as an informative tool as it relates to spatial analysis concepts.

· Summarize the rise of human civilization and the environmental adaptations made since the last Pleistocene ice age.

· Explain the processes by which population is measured and analyzed, and attempt to make predictions on future population issues.

· Describe and exemplify types and causes of migration, both past and present.

· Explain features of human culture, including language, religion, and secular customs.

· List the significant aspects of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd agricultural revolutions.

· Describe rural settlement form and purpose.

· Describe patterns of urban development and the relationships between industrialization and economic development.

· Define how modernization of infrastructure has links to accessibility and economic growth.

· Define and exemplify the concept of the nation-state model and its roots in European colonialism.

· Explain disparities of nutrition and health globally and the relationship geography mapping plays a role in problem solving.

· Describe spatial components of infectious, chronic, and genetic diseases and the disparity globally.

Class Conduct

I expect that all students in this class are adults who have chosen to take this course because they are interested in learning about cultural geography. Student behavior that interferes with the learning of oneself or other students will not be permitted, and students engaging in such behavior will be asked to leave the classroom. Behaviors which are not permitted include (but are not limited to):

· Possession of drugs, alcohol or firearms

· Eating, drinking, smoking, etc.

· The use of telephones, iPods, and other electronic devices

· Sleeping or appearing to sleep

· Offensive/disrespectful behavior or speech toward the instructor, classmates, or other members of society

· Off-topic conversation

· Doing work for other classes or personal business

All work submitted for grades in this class must be your own -- otherwise your grade will not accurately reflect your level of understanding of the material. Cheating means any way of getting the correct answers to an assignment other than understanding the material yourself. Plagiarism means using the words or ideas of another person without giving that person credit via proper use of quotation marks and/or bibliographic citations.

If you are determined to have cheated or plagiarized on an assignment, you will immediately receive a 0 for that assignment. At the second instance of cheating or plagiarism, you will receive a 0 for the class. If you are unsure if something is cheating or plagiarism or not, ask me.

Class Preparation and Policies

In order to succeed in this class, you will need to:

· Read the assigned readings from the textbook and/or handouts before each class meeting -- you will be quizzed on them

· Attend every class meeting prepared to talk about the assigned reading, offer your own insights, and ask questions about any concepts that you do not completely understand

· Set aside adequate time for studying. You have the complete semester schedule now, so there is no excuse to run out of time for your assignments or “cram” the night before a test. I do not give extensions or make-up exams except in cases of documented unforseeable medical or family emergencies.

· Take good notes during class. I rarely use PowerPoint, and I may present material that is not found in the textbook. If you want to ask “is this going to be on the test?” the answer is always “yes,” unless I have specifically stated otherwise. It is helpful to find a classmate who you can share notes with -- in case one of you is absent, or just to have a second set of ears listening to class lectures and discussions.

· Bring some blank notebook paper to class. I will occasionally have in-class assignments that require writing things down, and it delays class if everyone has to beg their neighbor for paper.

Class Attendance

Attendance at class is compulsory; it is also in your best interests. All test questions will be based on information presented in class, which may or may not correspond to what is in the textbook. 

Assessment

Your grade in this class is meant to be a measurement of your mastery of the material (not your level of effort, or your worth as a person). In order to determine whether this course is meeting its above-stated objectives, a variety of classroom assessment techniques will be used.  The purpose of these assessment instruments is to assist your instructor in improving this course. 

Quizzes

Each class meeting will begin with a short quiz worth three points. The quiz will be easy if you read the textbook. The quiz is also my way of taking roll -- each student who turns in a quiz will get one point for putting your name on it in addition to the two points you can earn by correctly answering the questions. If you arrive after I have handed out the quizzes, or if you leave after the quiz, you will receive 1/2 point for that day’s quiz. If you are not present, you will receive a zero. At the end of the semester I will drop your two lowest quiz scores (this means you get two free absences). If you miss six class meetings, you will be dropped from the class.

No make-up quizzes will be given under any circumstances.

Assignments

There will be four assignments due throughout the class:

· A1 (reading maps): due February 5

· A2 (your history): due February 19

· A3 (environmental indicators): due March 11

· A4 (economic indicators): due April 15

Further details and any additional materials you will need will be handed out in class.

Assignments must be turned in at the beginning of the class period that they are due -- assignments turned in later that same day will count as one day late. You will be docked one letter grade (e.g. a B+ would become a C+) for each day it is late unless you have an extreme, unforseeable medical or family emergency. Since I am only on campus on Tuesday and Thursday mornings, late assignments can be turned in at the office area on the third floor of Building A (near the faculty mailboxes). Whoever is working at the desk there will timestamp your assignment and place it in my mailbox.

Exams

There will be three regular tests, plus a final exam, in this class. The regular tests will each cover the preceding third of the class material, while the final will be cumulative. Tests will consist of a combination of multiple choice and short answer questions, as well as one short essay. Make-up exams will be allowed only in case of extreme, unforseeable medical or family emergency. Tests must be completed by the end of the class period unless special arrangements have been made.

Research Paper

Each student will be assigned a foreign country that will be the topic of their final paper. To avoid giving anyone an unfair advantage, I will assign countries randomly and inform you in class on February 5. Many questions in the assignments will refer to your country. The final paper will require you to show how all of the different things we’re learning this semester fit together in one specific case. The paper will be 7-10 pages (double spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font, 1-inch margins, not counting graphs, tables, and maps) describing the demography, culture, settlement patterns, political organization, and environmental conditions in your country. It should demonstrate that you can locate information about places and analyze that information using the concepts we discussed in class. More details about what is expected and how the paper will be graded will be handed out on March 4.

There are two deadlines for the paper. On April 1, you must turn in a draft of at least 3 pages of the paper. This is to ensure that you are not waiting until the last minute to work on it, and to allow me to give you feedback before it’s too late for you to make improvements. I will not be able to read additional drafts, but if you have specific questions about your paper, please ask me.

The final version of your paper is due on May 12. Please also hand in the marked-up version of your draft that I handed back to you, so that I can see how you made improvements.

You must use at least 10 sources for your paper, at least 5 of which must be non-encyclopedia and non-website (i.e. books, newspapers, or peer-reviewed journal articles, though electronic access to journal and newspaper articles is OK). When using websites, you are expected to exercise critical thinking -- who made this site? what authority do they have to make these claims? what biases might they have? Wikipedia may not be cited in your paper, but luckily good Wikipedia articles cite their sources, and you can usually use those sources themselves.

For this class, you are encouraged to print your work double-sided or on the back of old paper.

No extra credit will be given in this class.
